Big Banana to Teacheró 
TIPS TO ENHANCE YOUR EDUCATIONAL VISIT TO THE BIG BANANA 

Before your Excursion  
 
Å Ideally, visit The Big Banana prior to the excursion date with a copy of the attached òBunch of Fun bookletó 
to orientate yourself with the park and the activities. We hold free teacher òsneak peeksó when required 

 

Å Read through the òBunch of Fun Bookó thoroughly and decide which of the activities and outcomes are 

suited to your classõs learning and level and which rides are suited to their ability level (note the height and 

age requirements at some attractions).  

 

Å Modify or delete any activity to suit the outcomes you want to achieve with your class. 

 

Å The key outcomes of this Activity Trail are literacy and numeracy based, but you can modify the 

outcomes to suit and cover other KLA (key learning areas), for example: science & PDH&PE.  

 

Å Give consideration to the time each activity will take and look at the dynamics ... òDo you want the 

whole group to be together for every activity, going from ride to ride, OR do you want to work  

with smaller groups?ó. 

 

Å Assign a teacher and/or official adult supervisor to work with each student group at each 

activity venue.  

 

Orientation ð WITH YOUR STUDENTS 

 

Å Study a map together showing the route between your school and The Big Banana. Also, study a map of 

the park and discuss your studentsõ movements throughout the day and length of time at each activity. Point 

out the First Aid Room and various toilet blocks located in the park.  
 

Orientation ð WITH YOUR FELLOW TEACHERS AND/OR OFFICIAL ADULT SUPERVISORS 

 

Å Get your students into their groups for the day and coordinate a team-building activity with their allocated 

adult to get the students used to working in a team. This also focuses the students on socialising activities.  

 

Å Discuss the organisation of the day with your fellow teachers/adult supervisors prior to the day.

Å You can use the òBunch of Fun Bookó itself as the class project sheet OR create your own sheet using infor-

mation gathered from the Bunch of Fun Book and introduce this later sheet after the excursion date.
